ARTICLE II.  CITY CEMETERY

Sec. 6-15.  Rules and regulations. 

The following acts are not permitted on cemetery grounds: 

(1)
Scratching, marring, defacing, injuring or disturbing any monument headstone or 
footstone, building or any other thing being a part of or placed or used in 
connection with the cemetery grounds, or any lot, pathway, street or roadway 
therein. 

(2)
Sitting or climbing on a marker, monument, mausoleum or fixture of any kind. 

(3)
No enclosures of any kind, e.g., trellis, arch, fence, shelter, hedge or ditch around 
any grave or lot or plot and may be removed by the city without prior notice.

(4)
Grave mounds will not be allowed.  No lot area will be raised above the 
established grade of the land.

(5)
Funeral flowers shall be removed from grave 4 days after funeral. If they are not removed then the city has the right to clear the flowers from the grave.

(6)
Grave plats shall not be covered over with rocks or stones.

(7)
Items on grave plots will be limited so that the city can maintain at least 
80% of the plot with a mower. If a grave becomes unsightly and can not 
be maintained with a mower, written notice will be sent to the owner of 
the plot. After 30 days of the written notice, if no action is taken, the city 
reserves the right to remove the items at their expense. 

(8)
Head stones must be placed at the head of the grave, foot stones must

be placed at the foot of the grave.

(9)
The remains of a deceased individual may not be placed in an already 
occupied plot. Each deceased individual must have their own individual 
plot. 

(10)
No animals may be buried anywhere in the cemetery. 
Sec. 6-16.  Size and price of lots and spaces.

(a)  The size of plots in the city cemetery shall be four (4) feet by eight (8) feet,

       and shall contain one (1) grave space. 

(b)  The price for grave spaces in the city cemetery shall be listed in the City's fee schedule. 
Sec. 6-17.  Opening and closing graves; charges.
(a) The city shall have ultimate control of cemetery interment and or disinterment.  The funeral home in charge will be responsible for the actual opening and closing of graves.  This duty will be assumed by the city in emergency situations only.  It shall then assess any applicable fees stated within the fee schedule.


(b) Within thirty (30) days of burial the family or friends of the decedent shall install a 
foot marker at the gravesite with the name, birth date and date of death.  At the time the 
family or friends of the decedent pay the City the locate fee, they shall deposit $275.00 
with the City of Raeford.  This deposit shall be refunded to the payor if a marker is 
placed at the gravesite within thirty days of the burial, as mandated by this ordinance.  If 
the footmarker is not placed at the grave within thirty (30) days of burial, the deposit 
shall be forfeited to the City and the City shall provide an adequate marker at the 
gravesite.  The deposit fee may be modified from time to time by the Council in the same 
manner as the locate fee is modified.


(c)  No grave will be opened until satisfactory arrangements as to the purchase of the 
space(s) and payment of grave opening charges have been made with the city.

Sec. 6-18.  Lots and spaces not to be resold to any person except the city.


It shall be unlawful for any person to sell any lot or grave space in the city cemetery to 
any person other than the city.  The city shall pay the seller the price the seller paid for 
the lot or grave space, less proportionate deduction for any portion of a lot that has been 
used.

Sec. 6-19.  Objections by lot owners.


Lot owners who disagree with an action taken by the city may request a hearing before 
city council by sending a letter of request to the city clerk stating:


(1)  The objection;


(2) The action requested by city council;


(3) The reasons for the objection; and


(4) A request for a hearing.

The city council shall take the matter on for hearing within forty-five (45) days of receipt of the request.
